Virtual Spaces
Myspace- I created a Myspace when I first heard of it, probably in the year 2005.  I got on Myspace about 1 time a day when i first started to use the program.  When I got used to the program and began to see that tons of other people I know were joining it, I logged on probably 4 times or more a day.  It is very addicting.  I would say I spent about an hour a day on Myspace.
Facebook- I joined facebook when Myspace started to seem like less fun and I heard everyone was joining a new site called Facebook.  It was more geared towards the college student when I first joined which made it fun to see where everyone was going to school.  I get on facebook probably 6 times a day spending about an hour and a half a day on it.

Blog- I started to blog for this class.  It is very interesting and lets people know what’s up in my life.  I spend probably about an average of 2 times a week on it (30 mins each time)

Myspace- My audience for this virtual space would be my friends and random people of all age ranges.  You never know who is on MySpace and who is real and who isn’t.  I used this virtual space to communicate by posting blog-like entries and pictures on my site. I think my friends and also randoms view my MySpace.

Facebook- Facebook is pretty much the same as MySpace, only I can control what shows up when people search my name.  Audience would be my friends and people of all ages, all over the world.  I post wall posts on my friend’s walls, send messages, and post pictures to communicate. Only my friends can view my facebook because I have set the preferences to follow.

Blog- anyone who has my name or web address can read my blog online.  I write about my days and how I’m feeling.  I think that just people in this class read it because I have not yet published anything.

Myspace- the identity of MySpace is social and personal.  It has nothing to do with schoolwork.  Myspace is however very related to business because people advertise on it and some people become famous because of their MySpace’s.

Facebook- Facebook is social, business, and personal as well.  Facebook and MySpace are VERY similar, just different hosts.  People advertise on facebook and get news out there.
Blog- blogging is personal because it is just you writing how you feel.  You could integrate business in it if you publicize your blog for advertisement. I think that facebook and MySpace put a lot more information out there for people to know.

As a future teacher, I would look to see what they look like, how they act, who they hang out with, and what kind of social activities they are involved in.  I would use this information just to get a better understanding of the children. These sites are pretty good for showing an idea of what a student would be like.  It shows pictures, wall posts, and notes that the students are putting up themselves. I think it is ethical to view their pages because they are putting the pages up knowing that people like their teachers are able to look at them.

You can set the preferences of the site to allow for privacy.  The reason these sites are public are for business purposes, to advertise.  To make it not available on the www, people need to change the preferences of their site.
