	Course Description

	· English 101 emphasizes close reading and written analysis of a wide range of texts, which can include literary works such as short stories, poems, novels, and plays; nonfiction prose, historical documents, film, speeches, web sites, and visual images such as photographs and advertisements.  Through both formal and informal writing assignments, students practice a variety of methods for reading and analyzing these texts.  They consider how both personal experience and other contexts shape a reader’s understanding of a text, and they examine how language reflects the values and structures of the culture within which it is produced.  Students learn how to select and use research to effectively support a sustained critical analysis that takes into account contextual influences.

· Writing process is a major emphasis in English 101.  Students practice various strategies for generating and focusing ideas and for drafting, revising, and editing papers.  They examine their individual writing practices, identify techniques that both help and hinder their writing, and reflect on the results of the choices they make.  Peer response is an integral part of this emphasis on process and is intended to provide students with information about the effects of their authorial decisions on readers.  Substantive revision following peer and/or instructor response is required for all major assignments.

· In the formal assignments of the course, students either employ an analytical method for reading closely or they combine close reading with contextual analysis grounded in research.  In the final unit, students revise earlier work and reflect on specific, practical applications of the learning that has taken place throughout the semester.

	Composition Course Policies Statement

	A Student’s Guide to First-Year Composition: All First-Year Composition Students are required to purchase the Student’s Guide. The Guide addresses in detail all of the matters addressed below. Also see the Writing Program web page:   http://writprog.web.arizona.edu.

	Introduction to Research: All First-Year Composition Students are required to do documented research. For more on research, see also the Main Library web page.

	Attendance: Attendance is mandatory. Composition courses are workshop classes that include in-class writing, peer group work, and conferences. Therefore, students should not be late and should not miss classes. Any class work missed as a result of tardiness or absence is the student’s responsibility to make up, if the instructor allows make-up work. Students who miss more than three classes of a MWF course or more than two of a TR course may be dropped within the first 8 weeks with a W. Each absence above the allowed number will result in a one-percent deduction from a student’s final grade if that student remains in the course. Students may fail during the second half of the semester for excessive absences.  All holidays or special events observed by organized religions will be honored for those students who show affiliation with that particular religion.  

	Requirements for Writing Assignments

· In-class and out-of-class writing will be assigned throughout the course. Students not in class when writing is assigned are still responsible for completion of the assignment when due.

· Late work will not be accepted without penalty unless students make arrangements for an extension before the due date.  Assignment will be lowered one full letter grade for each day they are late, including weekends.  This policy does not include writing process assignments, which are accepted only on their due dates and only in or before class.
· Students are required to keep copies of all drafts and major assignments until after the end of the semester.

· Drafts must be turned in with all essays. Drafts should show significant changes in purpose, audience, organization, or evidence.

· Final copies should be typed and double-spaced with numbered pages and a title. See the Student’s Guide for information about due dates for essays and the returning of graded essays.

	Course Content: If any of the assigned texts or the subject matter in this course is offensive to you, speak to your instructor.  Usually, the resolution will be to drop the course promptly. 

	Conferences: Individual or small group conferences with the instructor may be scheduled. Students should come to conferences prepared to discuss their work. A missed conference counts as an absence. 

	Grades: The Student’s Guide explains grading policies, methods of responding to drafts and final copies, and the standards of assessment of the Writing Program. Instructor’s comments will consider the following aspects of writing, in the context of a particular assignment: purpose, audience, content, expression, organization, development of ideas, mechanics, and maturity of thought. Students cannot receive a passing grade in first-year composition unless they have submitted drafts and final versions for all major assignments and the final exam.

	Essay Grades and Credit: 
· I will not evaluate an essay or assign credit for it without first seeing the required drafts.  
· An E is assigned to an essay that has been completed but that falls short of acceptable college-level work. This grade earns points (determined by assignment percentage) toward your course total.  A zero is recorded for work not handed in at all.  Always submit your work even if it is too late to earn more than an E.  Failure to hand in a major assignment automatically results in a failing grade for the course.
· You are required to keep hard copies of all of your work to file a grade appeal at semester’s end (see Guide Appendix A) or in case an assignment is misplaced and you are asked to resubmit it.

· The Craft Demonstration assignment targets specific aspects of expression, such as concision, diction, parallelism, cohesion, variety, and ineffective repetition.  You will demonstrate improvement in the targeted areas by revising selected passages from current or previously composed work and submitting both the original and revised versions. The demonstration is worth 20 % of your semester grade.
· Writer’s Journals (WJ) consist of written responses to texts, informal and impromptu in-class writing, partial and full drafts, and reflections on the unit.  You will lose one point from your semester total for each missing assignment above two and half a point for each incomplete or unsatisfactorily completed assignment.  

· I will examine or collect your Writer’s Journal and record credit for it on a daily basis.  If you arrive after I’ve collected or recorded the work, I reserve the right to deduct credit.  You must keep a separate copy of all WPAs for yourself.
· I allow two grace points for missing writing process assignments.  These grace points are intended to cover absences due to illness or special circumstances.  I do not accept late writing process assignments. If you use your grace points early in the semester and then miss class due to illness, travel, car trouble, or the like, you will not get extra grace points to cover that work.

	Electronic submissions are not acceptable unless specified in the syllabus or unless special arrangements have been made.  You may not assume that you have met a deadline by sending electronic submissions. 

	Cell phones should be turned off or silenced before class begins.  

	Incompletes are allowed only when at least 70% of course work has been satisfactorily completed.

	The Writing Center is a free resource for UA undergraduate and graduate students as well as faculty and staff.  At the Writing Center, a trained peer consultant will work individually with you on anything you’re writing (in or out of class), at any point in the writing process from brainstorming to editing. 	The Writing Skills Improvement Program (WSIP) offers free professional writing assistance to students in any course or discipline, at all levels from first-year composition through graduate school, at any stage of the writing process.  At WSIP, students can register to work one-on-one in hourly sessions with a member of their professional staff, each of whom has an advanced degree (M.A. or Ph.D.) as well as years of experience in teaching at the university level.  Students may register with WSIP if they meet just one of the following eligibility requirements: 1) are a member of an ethnic minority, 2) are receiving need-based financial aid, or 3) have a referral from an instructor (a quick phone call or e-mail is sufficient).  WSIP also offers three series of free Weekly Writing Workshops for which no prior registration is necessary. For more information, call 621-5849, visit their office at 1201 E.
