The space within the columns is not representative of the amount of detail that you should record during your observation. Type your handwritten field notes into this two-column format. Keep in mind that well-developed field note transcripts generally fill 3-5 typed pages.  

Details
Reflections

In this column, record details about geography of the space, relations among persons and objects, resource expenditures, and atmosphere or tone of site. Remember to write down continuously as much as possible about what you are seeing and hearing. 


In this column, note how particular details relate to the issues for analysis—authority/power, status, knowledge/expertise, worker-worker and student-student relationships, worker-manager and teacher-student relationships, initiation of discourse or contact, and completion of discourse or contact.
