Points about your Reflective Work for Unit 4

These are some guiding points to help you think about your reflective work for unit 4. 

1) The work weaves responses to the questions offered on the web page. It shouldn’t, however, be a question/answer format.

2) You are using the correct medium to fully explain your responses to the questions. Each of you has a different style and personality. Don’t pick the medium based upon “ease” because you will already set yourself up to not work hard and to receive a poor grade.

3) The work exploits the potential of the medium selected—i.e., if it is a web page it has visual elements and links and color; if it is a Publisher document it has visuals, colors, and graphics; if it is a traditional essay, it focuses on a strong thesis statement; if it is a report, it has headings, summary, and charts or other visuals.

4) The work offers insights about your learning process and your experiences throughout this project.

5) The work is in an order that makes sense—preferably either chronologically or topically focused.

6) The work is excellently written—transitions, complex sentence structures, strong paragraphs or “chucks of information” (depends upon medium), error free, description and analysis (not just description), sophisticated reflection process, and insightful and critical.

7) Additionally, the piece should be more work for you to create than anyone else to read. In other words, you need to do the hard work as a writer to make the reflective piece interesting, insightful, and well written.

8) My evaluation standards for this work are high! I will be looking for these specific attributes: 1) correct medium for your message, 2) attendance to the specific questions, 3) critical thinking about your role as a client consultant and a future professional in your field, 4) explanation of your learning throughout this project, and 5) an excellently written work (See item 6).
