International Rescue Committee (IRC)
The International Rescue Committee is a non-profit, non-sectarian agency providing assistance to refugees around the world.  For those who cannot return to their countries and who qualify for entry into the United States, the IRC assists in their resettlement. Ongoing openings (volunteer and intern):

Mentor/Tutor

Volunteers are matched with an individual IRC client or family to help them learn about America and local customs.  Mentors/Tutors provide friendly encouragement, assist with practical needs, make referrals to appropriate community resources, encourage the development of strong English skills, and help clients achieve self-sufficiency. 

School Liaison
Volunteers help set up appointments to enroll new children in school and assist children get to school their first day!  Volunteers will help keep children current on immunizations and serve as a contact for schools when they have concerns or questions regarding specific clients or IRC services.
Case Management Aide
Volunteers help pick up clients from the airport, shop for household items and set up apartments for new arrivals, transportation to medical appointments, ESL enrollment, bus pass registration, etc. Volunteers serving as an aid to case management need reliable transportation.  
Employment Aide
Volunteers help fill out child care applications, set up and prep clients for job upgrade interviews, serve as mock interviewers for clients preparing for job interviews, prepare materials for employment orientations for new arrivals, database entry, etc.
Donations and Events Coordinator 

Volunteers help seek needed donations from local businesses and volunteer groups and distribute them to clients. Volunteers also help organize events to show appreciation to volunteers and service providers that lend their time to assist our clients, and to raise awareness about refugees and funds for our programs.
