New York (API)—The United Nations Security Council convenes at 11:00AM today, focused on its own restructuring and on the ongoing problems in South Asia.
The secretariat issued the following statement:   The Secretariat aims to inform all delegates in advance of the issues to be discussed in the Security Council meeting so that the nations concerned will have time to consult their policymakers and prepare statements that will contribute to the discussions. We look forward to constructive, diplomatic dialogue in the Security Council meeting which will bring forth pertinent issues and enhance relations between the nations represented. We request that all national delegates put aside their differences and come together in the meeting with an attitude of negotiation, cooperation, and harmony.

Substantial activity has been occurring between the Japanese, Indian, and Brazilian delegations seeking to gain permanent seats in the UN Security Council. There has even been talk of trying to grant permanent status to Pakistan, a move likely to be strongly opposed by India and its allies. No similar activity has been noted for Germany.
A number of states have also raised the issue of possible statehood for Palestine once more. Whether this issue will actually be discussed still remains to be seen.

Talks Ongoing Between Germany, France, and UK to Stabilize Eurozone
Berlin (APU)—Discussions are ongoing between these major powers in Europe in an effort to stem the turbulence over budgetary problems inside the Eurozone, and the growing complications facing the EU over fiscal issues involving not just Greece but increasingly Spain and even France. Germany has been cautious, as usual, but moving to integrate the UK into the talks. How that will sit with British Eurosceptics still remains to be seen.
It is expected that soon an announcement will be made, called the Eurozone Stimulus Proposal, regarding another round of relief to the troubled Euro. On heels of the speculation, European stock markets strengthened today.

Discussions Ongoing Between Israeli and Palestinian Representatives
Tel Aviv (APU)—Discussions are ongoing between Israeli and PLA representatives about the peace process. The specifics have not been disclosed, either by the principal parties or by observers representing the U.S. and Russian Federation. However, there is much speculation that the Israeli Prime Minister will now actively participate in the meeting with his Palestinian counterpart, a move that has huge domestic political risks for the Prime Minister but is possibly a signal of a major breakthrough in these discussion.

Pakistan Responds to Troubles in the Region, Threats by U.S.
Islamabad (UP)—The Pakistani Foreign Ministry issued the following statement this morning:
In a world of ever deepening and widening connections between and amongst states, it comes as a quite a shock to the people and government of Pakistan that there has been little to no discussion of the recent attacks in the Indo-China border. The Aksai Chin hostility is growing and destined for cataclysmic outcomes if the issues are not resolved.
	The world of today is one comprised of international, intergovernmental organizations. These organizations were designed so that states may discuss issues of conflict, economics, and politics in a public and open venue. Why then, when specifically asked to do so, was the subject of the aforementioned conflict not a part of the official agenda set forth at the last BRICS meeting? Both India and China are members of this body, a perfect time and place for such an issue to be discussed. Yet when asked to add this topic to the agenda, the official agenda put forth by the government of Brazil made no mention of the conflict being discussed. If we are to have faith in these organizations they must not be willing to ignore topics of such importance. Does no one else see the probability, neigh the possibility, of a war between the PRC and India? Is there no concern for the people living in these disputed regions, in which there are multiple ethnic groups, currently residing? What faith should these people have that their welfare is a concern for the world?
	There has been talk by the United States that they are willing to cut foreign aid to Pakistan for offering support to the Chinese government. This seems a rather odd threat considering that India is responsible for the attacks; and has done and said little reproaching those responsible for the attacks and murders of six Chinese police. Pakistan has long requested aid from Western states in deterring the paramount aggressive behavior of India, and our pleading has led nowhere. India has received no public admonishment for its inability to govern its people or its territory. And an ever increasing Indian nationalist movement, from within the government no less, has specifically stated they will continue on such a path of aggression until it expands its official borders. There is little secret about India’s desire to have administrative sovereignty over the Aksai Chin. The government of Pakistan logically concluded that attacks on Pakistani citizens living in the Jammu Kashmir region will soon be forced to suffer at the hands of malicious nationalist terrorism. Pakistan must protect its citizens living in all regions, we will not stand idly by and watch these attacks continue. If protection and security of our citizens and sovereignty is seen as a threat to the West, then they obviously have not looked closely enough at the facts surrounding the conflict.
	Pakistan does not wish to go to war. We fully believe that these issues should be discussed in an arena such as the upcoming UN Security Council meeting. It is our hopes that both states and involved in and states concerned with the conflict in the Aksai Chin region will address the issue and seek resolution. If this does not surmise, if this issue is left in the hands of the governments involved, there is little hope in believing China, India, and, yes, Pakistan, will find a means to resolution which does not involve bloodshed. 
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
