UN Secretary General Urges India and China to Follow UN Resolution
New York (AP)—In an impassioned set of contacts, the UN Secretary General has urged both China and India to abide by the spirit of the UN Security Council Resolution urging “diffusion of the escalating hostilities” between the two sides.
She asked that she be able to participate and mediate between the two parties, concurrent with the UN’s historical peacekeeping responsibilities. No comment has been forthcoming from either Delhi or Beijing.
In a related development, the Secretary General also urged the use of the UN Security Council to address growing conflict over Iran’s development of nuclear capabilities. The Security Council is expected to take up the issue today.
The Secretary General is expected to address the Security Council. The Cactus Times has obtained an early release of her speech, which contains the following graphic account of threats to world peace regarding Iran:
“The Secretariat is very concerned about the recent reports regarding the nature of Iran’s nuclear program and its capabilities. The United Nations recognizes Iran’s right to the peaceful use of nuclear technology. However, the possibility of nuclear weapons capabilities has led to the escalation of Israeli weapons demonstrations, an escalation which threatens the Middle East region. Military action by any party will undoubtedly serve to accelerate the destabilization of the region.
I remind Iranian ministers that the Security Council has passed seven resolutions since 2006 that have aimed at limiting the pursuit of Iranian nuclear weapons. Additionally, I remind all respected members of the Assembly of the United Nations’ general principles of gradual disarmament and non-proliferation enshrined in the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty. Naturally, the evidence contained in the IAEA report is of great concern to the Secretariat, and I urge members of the Council to consider this body’s principles of nuclear weapons containment towards the pursuit of international peace while discussing this matter this morning. I reiterate the need for Iran’s compliance with all existing Security Council resolutions and the IAEA, and I urge the Iranian government to demonstrate the peaceful nature of its nuclear program to the international community. Furthermore, and most importantly, I call upon Iranian, Israeli, and Western ministers to commit to the resolution of the dispute over Iran's nuclear program through diplomacy rather than through military response.”
